How the Transfer of Learning affects the Learning Process

Positive – Previously learned material aids learning new material

· Learning about climbs and descents help the student to perform a standard traffic pattern

Negative – Previously learned material can hinder learning
· Learning how to make approaches in an airplane will hinder learning how to make approaches in a Helicopter.

Things to do to help the transfer – 

· Avoid unnecessary rote learning

· Plan for the Transfer of learning as a primary objective

· Make sure the student understands how the skill can be transferred

· Provide meaningful learning experiences that challenge the student

· Use instructional aids to help the transfer

How the formation of habit patterns affect the learning process

Correct techniques and procedures should be taught from the beginning, to avoid having to unlearn bad habits later.

It is the instructors responsibility to insist on correct techniques and procedures from the beginning of training.
