Laws of Learning
· Readiness – When students are ready to learn they meet the instructor at least halfway and this simplifies the instructor’s job.  

· Students who are inspired to learn will learn more information, faster and with a better understanding. 

· Outside factors that occupy the students mind will effect how ready the student is to learn.

· Application – Make sure the student is ready to learn by talking with the student to see if there are any distractions to that day’s lesson.  Make sure the student is inspired or motivated to learn.

· Exercise – Those things most often repeated are best remembered.  The mind can rarely retain, evaluate, and apply new concepts or practices after a single exposure.  

· The student builds on his past experiences of repetition and is then able to learn tasks that are more complex.  

· Application – Constantly repeat key points or elements to the days lesson.

· Effect – States that learning is strengthened when accompanied by a pleasant or satisfying feeling, and learning is weakened when associated with an unpleasant feeling.

· Application – Encourage the student by positive reinforcement thru positive affirmation and rewards.

· Shy away from negative learning experiences 

· Primacy – Learn it correctly the first time or the instructor will have a difficult time unlearning the wrong and re-teaching the correct.

· Application – Teach the student the correct response or procedure the first time.  If any misinformation was given, be quick to give the correct information.

· Intensity – The student will learn more from the real thing than from a substitute.  Students will learn more when a more realistic scenario is presented.

· Application – Do the maneuver rather than just talking about it.  Get the student to have as many of the senses in use as possible when teaching.

· Recency – Things most recently learned are best remembered.  Conversely, it is more difficult to remember things learned farther back in time.

· Application – To reiterate the important points of the lesson at the end of the lesson.
