Preparation of a Lesson for a Ground or Flight instructional period
Instructor –

· Preparation - 

· Decides content, objectives and goals to be obtained

· Checks against syllabus

· Prepares any equipment or materials required

· Prepares a Lesson plan using:

· Performance based objectives

· Description of the desired skill or behavior

· Conditions of the instructional period

· Criteria – the standard to measure accomplishment of the objectives

Student – 

· Home or other Special Study – homework assigned by the instructor.

Presentation of Knowledge and Skills, including the methods, which are suitable in particular situations
Lecture method – 

· Presenting new material, summarizing ideas, and showing relationships between theory and practice.

Demonstration-Performance method – 

· This is displayed in the instruction of flight maneuvers.  The instructors would demonstrate first then the student would perform the required maneuver.

Guided Discussion – 

· Great for classroom situations.  Encourages active participation of all the students.

Application, by the student, of the knowledge and skills presented by the instructor
Application – 

· Students application of what the instructor presented, usually under instructor guidance.

Review of the material presented and the evaluation of student performance and Accomplishment
Review & Evaluation – 

· A review of the material covered.  The student needs to be made aware of the progress.

· Evaluation should be based on the lesson objectives and goals from the lesson plan.
